DEFINITIONS:

Methodological Naturalism:

This principle insists that if scientists are to be scientific, they must limit themselves to explanations that arise only from materialistic natural-causes, ‘intelligence’ can’t be evoked as a cause and is therefore automatically ruled out right at the beginning. It is mainly due to this assumed principle, that the theory of ‘Intelligent Design’ is at present, generally denied by the hard-core of the scientific establishment.
ID Theory:

Stated simply, ID holds that certain features of the natural and living worlds are best explained by an intelligent causation and not an undirected process such as random-mutation and natural-selection which  is the view of the Darwinian-Atheistic lobby. ID is a minimal commitment to intelligent causation.  We should not be surprised that Christians should be amongst the first to recognise the religious implications of Intelligent Design (ID). However, ID is not a religious proposition but a scientific one and is supportive of theism but does not rely upon any religious premises.
Materialism:


The belief that at its most fundamental level of reality, the universe is only that of matter & energy and that mind and consciousness are produced by them; Also that there is no spiritual world.

Information:

Is a non-material phenomena which can hold and transfer certain intelligent data from one mind to another. An example would be that of a book where the specific arrangement on its pages of printed letters conveyed an intended message to another person who understood the meaning of their specific arrangements. The ‘information’ is not the paper or the ink on the paper, but is the meaning of the non-material message or code thus transmitted.

Another example is the non-material message contained in a computer code or a music score. 
Darwinism:


The Theory that all life shares common ancestry and evolved through decent with modification driven by an unguided process of random variation and a process of natural-selection.

Neo-Darwinism:
This is the modern version of Darwin’s original theory in which  random-variation is provided through unguided  random genetic mutations in DNA.
Atheism:

  Rejection of belief in a God: And now in the 21st century also means, a belief in ‘neo-Darwinian, materialistic, reductionist atheism.’

Deism:

 Belief in the existence of a God (an ultimate intelligent creator) based upon natural reason alone without special revelation.

Theism:
 Belief in one ultimate intelligent God as creator and ruler of the universe, as supernaturally revealed to man.
